Note: patrols must take place in the evening hours (no earlier than 7:00 pm). Patrols should be no longer than five hours in length. Preference in funding will be given to patrols that take place between Wednesday and Sunday evenings. These are stationary patrols that require the work of multiple officers (see educational video at www.wtsc.wa.gov for details). You can change your patrol location after your patrol is underway if you encounter problems (such as a lack of cars or bad lighting), but you must continue to conduct stationary patrols. An exception to this applies to motorcycle patrols. Motorcycle patrols do not need to follow the stationary patrol model.

Mail an A-19-1A form filled out with the names of officers being paid, the amount of hours they worked, their overtime rate of pay and proof that they were paid (supplied by your accountant) to WTSC no later than July 7, 2008.  Please note: the exact rate of over-time pay for each individual officer must be listed, not an average rate of pay for your officers. 
More details about the patrols:

If you do not do stationary patrols, or if your patrols run longer than five hours, your agency will not be reimbursed for the additional hours. However, if one of your officers is held over processing a driver (such as a DUI) apprehended as a result of your patrol, note this on your reimbursement paperwork and you will be reimbursed for this time.
